Visits at the facility

In general, do not wear any clothing that is revealing or containing metal (i.e. tmderwire
bras). Visitors will be subject to a metal detector screening along with a drug detection
screening. Some facilitiesprohibit the wearingofcertaincoloredclothing-nobrown,blue,
green, orange, or grey. Some only allow closed toe footwear. Most allow $20 worth of
quarters in a clear plastic bag (Tike a gallon size zipper top plastic baggie)

Visitation days vary among the facilities. Mainly Friday, Saturday, and Sunday.

Commissary

All facilities have a store which a variety of clolhing and food and other items may be
ordered. Facilities allow you to spend $175 to $290 per month.

Telephone

You are allowed 30 approvednames and phone numbers. Youmay only call numbers on the
approved list. The unit team will give you a telephone number request form as part ofthe
orientation process. You may mail yourselfa letter with the names and address/phone
numbers of30 family/friends so you can complete you list as soon as possible. Youmust
purchasephone minutes or call collect. You cancall between 120to 300 minutes permonth
and calls are limited to 15 minutes in length per call. No calling cards, cellular phones, or
three-way calling permitted.

Mail

Youmay purchase stamps from the commissary(no more then two books at a time). You
cansubscribe to certainnewspapers and/ormagazines. Nopornography. Hard coverbooks
may onlybe received from a publisher or book store. Soft cover books may be obtained from
any source.

"What to bring when you surrender to the facility

Some facilities will allow you bring in cash. Medication in the prescribed bottle.
Prescription glasses permitted but the frames must not be ofvalue over $100. A wedding
ring may be worn but must be plain gold band (no stones) and not ofvalue over $100.

Good Time Credit

Youmust serve 12 months with no write-ups to qualifyfor goodtime credit. Ifyou have a
high school diploma or GED, or enrolledin a GEDprogram, you may earn up to 54 days a
years. Otherwise, you will earn up to 47 days credit.
